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Abstract

The Road Home Program, the housing compensation program established
to assist people in rebuilding their homes after the Hurricane Katrina
Disaster (2005) in the U.S., faces various challenges in its implementation.
This study points out problems that have emerged such as the delay in
the payment of subsidies, the decrease in urban population resulting from
relocation elsewhere in the state or out-of-state due to the options offered
under the program, and the disadvantages under the program for low-income
people because the compensation grants are determined on the basis not only
of housing damages but also the pre-storm value of the property. However, by
providing additional rebuilding assistance from FEMA funds, the program is
helping to assure rebuilding of a safer, more secure community.
